To adjust the sound equalizer curves, briefly and repeatedly press the SEL
button to select the sound equalizer curves of VOL, BAS(without preset EQ),
TRE (without preset EQ), BAL, FAD, then rotate the VOL knob on the front
panel or press the + or - button to adjust level.
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3. _Radio Operation

1. BAND BUTTON
In RADIO mode, press the BAND button on the remote control or on the front panel to
select your desired radio band of FM1, FM2, FM3, AM1 and AM2, and the word means which
band is selected will be displayed on the small monitor of the front panel.

2. TUNE/SEEK UP/DOWN BUTTONS
